July 27, 2024 – Staging area open at 3:00 PM – Parade steps off at 5:30 PM  

Parade Route = 1.5 miles 
 

Please read and initial next to each line number. 
 
_____ 1. ABSOLUTELY NO THROWING OF ANY OBJECT(S) FROM ENTRIES! 

You may walk alongside the crowd and pass out candy, toys, giveaways. 
_____ 2. STAGING AND SETUP. The parade stages on the Yale Public Schools 

Campus, west of the stoplight in town, located at 198 School Drive, Yale, 
MI. The parade begins and ends at the same place. After 4:00 PM, the 
staging area fills up with people, floats and vehicles.  

_____ 3. The staging area is in the large parking lot adjacent to the High School. 
Entry unloading and participant parking is at the Junior High. Available 
parking for vehicles not in the parade is limited, so carpooling is greatly 
appreciated. 

_____ 4. To accommodate entries that need to be assembled or decorated in the 
staging area, we will allow vehicles that are not directly participating in the 
parade to enter the staging area until 4:30 PM for the purpose of dropping 
off equipment or supplies. These vehicles should not remain in the staging 
area for longer than 15 minutes and must be moved out of the staging area 
before 5:00 PM. 

_____ 5. If you bring your entry to the school campus earlier than 3:00 PM Saturday, 
please leave it in the Junior High parking lot or near the bus barn off the 
paved parking areas until your space is assigned. After 3:00 PM as long as 
your entry is in your assigned space, you may leave it unattended. Your 
driver and all participants must be back in the staging area before 5:00 PM.  

_____ 6. LEAVING STAGING AREA. In previous years, we have had complaints 
from the Police about vehicles from the parade or staging area attempting 
to leave the staging area down School Drive before the parade is over. This 
created a dangerous situation and will not be permitted. All vehicles in the 
parade or those parked on school grounds must remain in the staging area 
until the end of the parade. At that time, you may follow the end of the 
parade down McColl St to exit. You may, of course, exit the staging area 
via School Drive after the parade is over. 

_____ 7. SPACE ASSIGNMENTS. Are given out as you enter the school campus via 
School Drive. Please DO NOT ENTER the school from McColl Avenue. 

_____ 8. LIVE ANIMALS. You must clean up after them both in the staging area and 
during the parade. 

_____ 9. THE YALE PUBLIC SCHOOL PROPERTY is a smoke free and alcohol 
free zone. Absolutely no alcohol is allowed on school grounds and parade 
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participants may not consume alcohol while in the vehicle or riding through 
the parade. 

_____ 10. Our insurance coverage does not allow us to transport anyone other than 
parade staff in our golf carts. There is enough parking on the school 
campus for all participants. 

_____ 11. If you are considering staying and enjoying the festival, the center of the 
festival is in the area of S. Main St. and Mechanic St. The full schedule of
